CHILD SUPPORT ADDENDUM AND FINAL ORDERS

The following provisions apply to all domestic actions involving a child or children, AND CHILD SUPPORT.  Domestic actions include, but are not limited to: divorce, modification of child support, modification of custody, separate maintenance cases that involve children, legitimations and paternity cases.

1.
Completion of the form Child Support Addendum, available from the Clerk of Court, is required any time a final child support order is requested.

2.
All final Judgments and Agreements furnished to the Court for approval and/or entry must comply with the drafting mandates of O.C.G.A. (19-5-12 and (19-6-15.

3.
Pursuant to O.C.G.A. (19-6-31, (19-6-32 and (19-6-33, the recipient of child support has the express right, without notice to the other party, at the time any child support order is entered or at any time thereafter, to submit a separate Income Deduction Order for Award of Child Support to the Court for immediate entry.
